SUGGESTION: Please provide specific areas in which assessment activities have been targeted. For example, descriptions of how assessments have been collected, aggregated, and summarized are especially welcome.

3. For each program, indicate whether the program has completed an assessment cycle in the past year. For programs that have not undergone a complete cycle, state how the program will achieve a complete assessment cycle (data collection and analysis, implementation of changes based upon analysis, and refinement of the assessment plan) in the coming year.

SUGGESTION: Please do not answer simple 'yes' or 'no' to this question. Describe in this section how the assessment cycle has been completed over the last year, or specific plans that have been made to assure that the assessment cycle will be completed in the near future.
