In the var-
e grades of the Training School, which s
now maintained catirely by the State,  there
woerg 218 pupils,  The total attendases of dif-
farent stusdents was 25220 In the vewr wnding
Septembswr 0, 1908, thore were S48 different
stirdents i the Normal Scliool courses proper,
In the varions grades of the Trmnng School
243 wore envolled. The total sacollment, there-
fore, of Jifferent studernts for the somd year
of the bienninl perbod was 3,202 The nctual
iperepse 11 pttendanee in the Normnl School
proper during the second venr of the pericl
avier (e first wns $40 different stadents.

In isenssing  the addition of the  high
solirl dlopariment (o the Training - Sehool
Prostdent Parsons saye: “The statute of 1865,
undder which tlee State Normnl School was or-
gruniized. defined the purpose of ile institution
to b ‘thie training of teschers for teaching
the common schoals of Dndiann” AL this tioe
the term Ceommmon schouls' nelnded snly the
grnidel sehools and the ol sehools.  Thieke
were very fow hagh schools i the State. Prob-
ahly not ten eities in Tndimne ponintained £l
hi[.-[l‘l welionl eonrses.. Tl work of e Siale
Normnd Sehool, therefore. durig the sl vears
of fts histery was cotfined nlnost exclusively
to the preparation of teachers for the rural
wehoalz and the praded schools of towns gind
eities, During the pnst deende the high sehonls
baver iterensad  very rapidly in nomber and
have greatly extended their conrses of stody.
At present there e dearly S0 conmissioned

hagh sehoods i Indinnn snd twies this nsmbor
of high shools muintaining eourss from tws
to three yomres o legrth, Ie wonld ba safe 1o
sy thot there aee more thun one thenisansd
schools in Tndinna teday dng more or less
high sehivol work.”
