Daniel J. Bradley became Indiana State’s eleventh 
president on July 31, 2008. Bradley has served 
as the president of Fairmont State University, 
located in Fairmont, W.Va., since 2001. He 
previously held a variety of positions at Montana 
Tech of the University of Montana, including vice 
chancellor for academic affairs and research, 
dean of engineering and head of the petroleum 
engineering department.

“I feel very honored to have been selected to serve 
as ISU’s eleventh president. The opportunity to 
work with the trustees, faculty, staff and students 
to help the institution achieve its vision is both 
challenging and exciting,” said Bradley.

During Bradley’s tenure at Fairmont State, the 
institution grew substantially, more than $100 
million in construction projects were completed, 
computing infrastructure was upgraded, a robust 
distance education program was developed, and 
graduate programs were launched in education, 
business and social sciences.

Born in Portage La Prairie, Manitoba, Bradley immigrated with his parents to California when he was 
seven years old.

A veteran of the US Army, Bradley holds a Ph.D. in physical chemistry from Michigan State University, 
a master’s degree in petroleum engineering from the University of Tulsa and a bachelor’s degree in 
petroleum engineering from Montana College of Mineral Science and Technology. During graduate 
studies, he spent two years at Oak Ridge National Laboratory performing his research. After graduate 
school, he was a postdoctoral scholar at the University of California, Berkeley in the Chemistry 
Department before joining the faculty at Montana Tech.

Accepted as a student organization in January of 2007, Team Sycamore Racing’s 
continuing dual purpose is to promote motorsports at ISU and give students the 
ultimate hands-on experience.  Students associated with the Team operate, manage, 
and drive the TSR dragster.  The Team competes in National Hot Rod Association 
(NHRA) sanctioned races in a five state region.

Team Sycamore Racing is not just for automotive engineering students.  It brings 
together students in degree programs all across campus: finance, accounting, 
insurance, marketing, public relations, sport management, graphic design, business 
management, and others. ISU also offers technology degrees in manufacturing, 
industrial safety, electrical and mechanical engineering technology.  The automotive 
technology  four-year degree program is central to motorsports at ISU.

The tsr story
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Super Comp Class
The quickest of the heads-up Super classes (8.90 index), Super Comp is composed 
primarily of dragsters. Engine, chassis, and body modifications are virtually unlimited, 
though all entries must adhere to NHRA safety standards. Four- and six-cylinder-powered 
entries may have a minimum weight of 1,000 pounds; all others cannot weigh less than 
1,350 pounds. Most Super Comp cars are capable of running well under the 8.90 index 
but use a number of electronic aids, including a timer and adjustable throttle, to run close 
to the index without running quicker than it, or breaking out.

2008 season 
by the numbers
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- The season began in Indianapolis at O’Reilly 
Raceway Park.  This was the first NHRA Division 
3 race of the year.  Driver Derek Parkes was 
behind the wheel in the Super Comp class for 
TSR’s debut.  After the weather cleared on the 
much anticipated event, the team did very well 
for the weekend, winning four rounds and the 
Best Appearing Crew award.  

- The second race took the team to Summit 
Motorsports Park in Norwalk, OH.  Yet another 
rainy weekend delayed things for the second 
NHRA Division 3 race this season.  “With the 
weather changing rapidly it was difficult to get 
a handle on the car set up,” said Mike Mauntel, 
Crew Chief for TSR.  Parkes won first round and 
was disqualified due to a red light start in the 
second.

- Beech Bend Raceway Park in Bowling Green, 
KY was the next stop for TSR.  For the first time 
TSR would have two different drivers competing in 
the same event, each in different classes.  Driver 
Matt Williams was making debut appearance in 
the Super Pro class with Derek Parkes in his usual 
spot in Super Comp.  The weekend was a learning 
experience for Williams who was disqualified due 
to a red light start in the first round of Super Pro.  
Parkes on the other hand was cutting great lights 
and won two rounds in Super Comp.

2008 race
season review
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- From Indiana to Ohio and Kentucky, 
it was now time to head west to 
Illinois.  Route 66 Raceway in Joliet, 
Illinois that is, for the third of six 
NHRA Division 3 races.  Parkes 
continued his run of great reaction 
times but lost in the second round.

- At this point in the season the team 
had done well enough to qualify for 
their first NHRA National race.  The 
Summit Racing Equipment Nationals 
in Norwalk, OH was a special event 
for TSR.  Parkes continued his streak 
of first round wins and great reaction 
times.  He drew a tough opponent in the 
second round though, and was narrowly 
defeated.  Although not a great weekend 
on the track, off the track the team won 
two Wallys.  TSR was given the Best 

Appearing Crew and Best engineered vehicle awards.  This is the first time since 1992 
that a single team won 2 awards in the same national event.

- The team held an event for ISU alumni in 
conjunction with racing at Chandler Motorsports 
Park in Evansville, IN.  All four of TSR’s 
drivers had a turn behind the wheel as well 
as Dr. Tad Foster, ISU’s Dean of the College 
of Technology.  The dean was making passes 
down the track to further his NHRA licensing 
process.  Matt Williams made safety passes 
checking the parachute and stopping distance 
of the dragster.  Brad Ada, Derek Parkes, and 
Nichole Stephenson all competed in the Super 
Pro class.  Stephenson and Ada, make their debut appearance at this race.  Parkes won 
two rounds, Ada won one, and Stephenson lost first round.
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- Rainy weather was again the story this 
season; this time in Stanton, MI at the 
Mid-Michigan Motorplex.  After a weekend 
of changing weather, the NHRA Division 
3 race was finally underway.  Parkes 
lengthened is streak of first round wins in 
divisional races to four, but lost a close 
race in the second round.

- Columbus, OH was next on the NHRA Division 
3 schedule.  The crew had a hard time getting 
a handle on the car set up, resulting in a loss 
the first round.  This was Parkes’ first round 
one loss of the season in a divisional race. 
The crew however collected a lot of valuable 
data from the weekend.  There was nearly 15 
test passes made over the weekend to set up 
the new throttle-stop prediction software being 
used by the team.

- TSR’s first appearance at the Terre Haute 
Action Dragway in Terre Haute, IN was a 
great one.  The team hosted an alumni and 
community day at the track to gain support 
and awareness of the motorsports program.  
Drivers Matt Williams and Brad Ada both made 
their second appearances in competition at 
this event.  Williams won three rounds and cut 
some great reaction times in the Super Pro 
class.  Ada won first round and like Williams, 
was consistently fast off the line.

2008 race
season review cont.
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- For the final NHRA Division 3 race of the season, the 
team traveled once again to Beech Bend Raceway.  
With Parkes sitting 12th in the Super Comp standings 
and being the weekend before the NHRA US Nationals, 
it was important to make a great showing.  Once again, 
the team was able to get several test runs in the day 
before the race.  This produced a perfect 8.90 sec. run 
for the team in the first round.  Weather changed rapidly 
the next day and tested the skill of the team.  Parkes 
lost second round to an opponent’s perfect 8.90 sec. 
run to an 8.91.

- The biggest race of the season was now upon 
us, the MAC Tools US Nationals.  With this 
race being at the team’s home track, O’Reilly 
Raceway Park, they really wanted to perform 
well.  All the hard work and time spent over 
the season was in preparation for this race.  
Parkes had a great reaction time in the first 
round to take the win light.  Any racer will tell 
you it’s a great accomplishment to win a round 
here.  Although Parkes lost in the second 
round, team members were ecstatic with their 
success on the NHRA’s biggest stage.

The final event for the 2008 season was the 
Fall Sportsman Classic at O’Reilly Raceway 
Park in October.  This event was a chance to 
get new equipment tested on the car such as 
an electric water pump.  “Testing” was the key 
word there.  The new equipment caused us a 
few minor problems and tested our patience.  
The team persevered through, making changes 
and adjustments in as little as 45 mins. between 
rounds.  Although the problem was not solved, 
this turned out to be a great learning experience 

for all team members involved which is what our program is all about...
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-In February, Team Sycamore Racing kicked off the 2008 season on display 
at the Indiana State Museum in Indianapolis, IN as a part of the SPEED: 
Countdown to the Green Flag exhibit.  

-In April, TSR teamed up with College Mentors for Kids to put on a presentation 
for elementary school children about Indiana State University and our 
Motorsports Program.

-The Terre Haute Action Track banquet was held on May 1st.  TSR was invited 
to attend the event on behalf of the Motorsports Studies program at ISU.

-On May, 12th the Team traveled to Edgewood Middle School in Warsaw, 
IN.  On the next day, the Team spoke with over 1,300 students ranging in 
age from 7th to 12th grade.  TSR focused on continuing education after high 
school, ISU’s Motorsports Program, as well as the Indiana State University in 
general.

-May was a very busy month for TSR.  May, 20th the Team attended the 
INGEAR conference presented by the Indiana Motorsports Association.

-TSR was the invited to attend a reception at the governor’s mansion in 
Indianapolis during May as part of a reception hosted by the Motorsport Industry 
Association. ISU’s Motorsports Coordinator, Guy Faulkner and team member 
Matt Williams gave a short presentation on ISU’s motorsports program and 
TSR.

The team 
organized and operated the Show and Shine and the Burnout contests.  This 
provided great experience for the team to put on such an event of this scale.

In July Team Sycamore Racing had displays at both Vigo and Parke County fairs.  
TSR took part in these events to raise awareness of the program and team in the 
local communities.  

Team Sycamore Racing joined ISU’s Admissions Office at the Indiana State Fair in 
August.  Team drivers signed autographs and were available to challenge on the 
reaction time tree.  This was a great opportunity for TSR to interact with the public 
and to meet potential students.

With the season coming to an end, in October, TSR took part in the Hobson’s Farm 
Haunted Corn Maze.  The car and trailer were on display to promote the team and 
the university.  Team members took on the task of being the “scarers” in the corn 
maze for the evening.  

The final event of TSR’s long season was the Performance Racing Industry trade 
show in Orlando, Florida.  Team members took their final exams early in order to 
make the trip which happened to fall during the last week of first semester classes.  
This has always been an important event for team members networking with others 
in the motorsports industry as well as locating sponsors for the next race season.  

Beside these events, TSR was on display at many events around campus.  Some 
of these included, Sycamore Preview Days, SAE Car Show, alumni and emeriti 
receptions, and home coming.

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Driving the car isn’t just a fun experience for the drivers, it’s a learning process like all other 
aspects of the team.  There is a selection process that goes along with choosing our drivers that 
is much like the professional level.  The applicants must first submit an application with resume 
and cover sheet describing their desire and intentions as a TSR driver.  The applicants that 
make it past the initial application selection process are then interviewed by a board of seven 
to eight faculty members and administrators.  This board includes the dean of the College of 
Technology, ISU’s Motorsports Coordinator, TSR Team Advisor, and several others.  If approval 
from the board is given, then the driver must pass a NHRA mandated physical examination 
before being allowed to make their licensing test runs at the track.

Our Super Comp class (8.9 sec. in a 1/4 mi.) drivers must pass a licensing test from the NHRA 
before being allowed to participate in competition.  This procedure first involves a blindfolded 
cockpit orientation test to be sure that the driver is familiar with the controls.  Then there is a 
series of six runs down the track. The driver starts with doing a burnout and staging the car.  If 
successful, continues to progress longer passes each time up to a full 1/4 mi. run on their last 
two passes.  Two NHRA licensed drivers and the track manager observes the entire process 
and must sign off certifying that all passes were made correctly and most importantly, safely.  
Once all documents are received and processed by the NHRA Division 3 office, the driver is 
assigned a license and competition number.  Then, it’s time to go racing.
