Petitioning for an Exception to a Degree Requirement
All petitions for exceptions to degree requirements are supposed to be submitted on-line by the student's designated advisor.  Students may not submit petitions on their own behalf.  As Director of Undergraduate Studies in English, I am allowed to submit petitions for any English major, but only by signing as "Jake Jakaitis for Advisor X."   It is reasonable for advisors to ask me submit a petition for one of their advisees if the request involves a situation so unfamiliar or so complicated that the advisor feels uncertain about how to act in the student's best interest.  I am also the fallback position when a student's advisor is unavailable--on sabbatical, at a conference, etc....Otherwise, routine petitions should be submitted by the student's own advisor through the simple process outlined below:

 

1. Log on to your MyISU account.

2. In the upper right hand corner of the screen, click on the icon for "Groups."

3. Click on CAS Academic Advisors [on the left portion of the screen].

4. In the column of blue links on the left, click on "links."

5. Under the heading, "CAS Academic Advisors," click on "Petition for Exception to Degree Requirement."

6. Fill out the form and hit "submit."  Please note that the boxes requiring the Requested Exception and the Supporting Argument are each limited to 255 characters.  This is a short, direct process that takes little time.

 

After the petition is received and evaluated, both the advisor and the student will receive an e-mail response.  This process simplifies our tracking of our own advisees' progress toward graduation.
