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What our Faculty have been up to





Dr. Keri Berg spent the month of July at the Bibliothèque nationale de France, working in the photography archives. This project examines the ways in which the Empress Eugénie (1852-1870) used photography to construct a public image and counter criticism of her reign. The research trip was funded by the Charlotte Zietlow Endowment, Women Faculty Research Grant (ISU). 





Dr. Lisa Calvin traveled to Morocco for two weeks in May.  The first week she represented our department in a series of meetings with three universities there—in Casablanca, Marakesh and el Jadida-- to plan our mutual collaboration .  She was invited to Agadir the second week to speak and give workshops on language pedagogy and learning strategies for the Morrocan Association of Teachers of English.  Dr. Calvin also participated in Project Pre workshops for the School of Education and supervised Alejandra Alvarado-Brizuela's (Ph.D. student in CIMT-Language Education) development of new online Spanish 101 and 102 courses.





Dr. Gerardo T. Cummings was awarded three ISU intramural grants in the Spring 2008 semester.  The most prestigious of these awards is the Promising Scholars Award, which Cummings won for his project "Between a Rock and a Hard Place: Sexuality, Capitalism and Politics in Mexican Popular Culture."  He presented two conference talks in Mexico in May and was awarded the Modern Language Association Bibliography Fellowship for 2008-2011.  He will be a field bibliographer and index materials on behalf of the MLA International Bibliography.  





LLL Chairperson Ron Dunbar, during his Spring '08 sabbatical, furthered his research in the area of German-American history and culture in the U.S.  He completed a book-length history and PowerPoint presentation on Terre Haute's first German immigrant congregation (Immanuel Evangelical Lutheran  Church) as well as a PowerPoint presentation to the Osher Lifelong Learning Institute on German immigrant culture amongst the Pennsylvania Dutch and Germans in the Midwest.  He also spent time at the Willard Research Library in Evansville researching local Pre-World War I German newspapers, and began work on an invited anthology article on anti-German sentiment in 1917 Terre Haute.
