CAS Statewide Pilot Project

The Course Applicability System (CAS) takes higher education institutions to a new level in student services. CAS provides the ability to publish Course Equivalency Guides, Academic Programs, Courses Offered, Transfer Course Evaluations, and Degree Audit Reporting in a web environment. Information is easily retrieved from a CAS site on the internet by students, faculty, and the interested public. Students contemplating a transfer may submit their coursework to any institution within the CAS network for evaluation against that institution's academic programs.  CAS provides information on courses, course equivalencies, and program requirements at a CAS institution to anyone who accesses a CAS website. For students who become a “CAS Member”, CAS provides information on how their specific coursework will transfer and apply towards a degree at a CAS institution.   (From CAS website)
Additional Indiana information:

In further efforts to streamline the transfer process and to make accurate transfer information readily available, the state of Indiana is both supporting and funding CAS.  

CAS was identified and selected as the most appropriate web tool to accomplish these transfer goals in 2001.  Because no state funding was approved from 2001 – 2006, the Commission for Higher Education funded CAS as a pilot project in August 2006 to: 1) develop a website (www.TransferIN.net) to provide students with rapid, comprehensive, accurate and individualized transfer information, and 
2) implement CAS at Ball State, Indiana State, IUPUI, Valparaiso University, University of Indianapolis, and Indiana Wesleyan University initially and then systematically add the remaining publicly funded colleges.    (Other major aspects of the TransferIN.net web site include:  Course Transfer Library (CTL), E-Transcript, Academy One.)
CAS has been available at ISU since January 2006; ISU is currently the only institution in the state of Indiana that is fully operational.   

To date, Ball State has been selected as the state repository site for CAS and has established a Transfer Indiana Central Office (TICO) along with an implementation team.  Since Indiana State University already has CAS, ISU is represented at this initial level.  CAS is currently being installed and tested at Ball State with the following estimated timetable:
January through March 2007 – Ball State and ISU both up on the statewide system

April through June 2007 – University of Southern Indiana and Ivy Tech added along with Valparaiso University

July through September 2007 – Vincennes University added

October through December 2007 – Add IU- Fort Wayne and Purdue-Calumet

January through June 2008 – Add Purdue University and its regional campuses
