CONSTITUTION OF THE INDIANA STATE UNIVERSITY 

PANHELLENIC COUNCIL 

PREAMBLE 

We, the Panhellenic Council of Indiana State University, dedicated to further inter/sorority relations and prestige, do obtain this constitution.

Article I-Name 

The name of the organization shall be the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council Association. (Referred to as Panhellenic Council or PC) 

Article II-Purpose

The purpose of this Council shall be:

A. To maintain a high standard of sorority life and inter-sorority relationship with our University.

B. To further intellectual accomplishments and sound scholarship.

C. To cooperate with the University Administration and Faculty in fostering and maintaining high social standards.

D. To be a panel for the discussion of questions of interests and concern to University and sorority world.

E. To formulate policies when necessary governing sorority matters such as recruitment, new members, and initiation on our campus.

F. To review when necessary violations of Panhellenic Policies.

G. To be familiar with the National Panhellenic Conference recommendations and the Unanimous Agreements.

H. To insure the sovereignty, rights, and privileges of member fraternities.

Article III- Membership

There shall be three classes of membership- Regular, Associate, and Vocal.

A. The Regular Membership of Indiana State University Panhellenic Council Administration shall be composed of all chapter members in good standing of National Panhellenic Conference fraternity groups at Indiana State University. 

B. The Associate Membership of Indiana State University Panhellenic Council shall be composed of all chapter members in good standing at Indiana State University that have been approved by the Panhellenic Council.  Pan-Hellenic Council is a voting member of Panhellenic Council unless otherwise specified by the Executive Board.
C. Vocal Membership of Indiana State University Panhellenic Council is available on a semester-by-semester basis.  They may request voting status after one semester.  Panhellenic Council may grant voting privileges to the Panhellenic colony each semester until installation by ¾ vote.  Status shall be stated at the first meeting of the school year.  Pan-Hellenic colonies granted speaking privileges should not be granted a formal vote and they are not eligible for monitory scholarships paid by the Panhellenic Council.    

Article IV-Officers

A. Officers of the Panhellenic Council shall be: President, Executive Vice President, Membership Vice President, Administrative Vice President, Director of Public Relations, Director of Programming, Director of Philanthropy/Service, Director of Scholarship, and Director of Recruitment Counselors.

B. The officers shall be members of Fraternities holding regular membership in the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council.  Members from the fraternities holding associate membership shall not be eligible to hold office.  Appointed officers can be regular or associate members.      

C. The officers shall serve for a term of one year; the term of office shall begin in January.

D. All officers shall keep on file the National Panhellenic Manual of Information and the Constitution, Bylaws, and the Rules of the Indiana State University regulations and information pertinent to their office. 

E. The Executive Board shall consist of the President, Executive Vice President, Membership Vice President, and Administrative Vice President of the Panhellenic Council.

Article V-Meetings

A. Meetings: Regular meetings of the Panhellenic Council shall be held at a time and place established at the beginning of each semester.  These meetings shall be held at least once a week for a minimum of at least six months per year.

B. Special: A special meeting of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council may be called by the President when necessary and be called by her upon written request of any regular or associate member fraternity.  A 48 hour notice must be given.

C.  The delegate(s) from each regular or associate member fraternity shall be responsible for notifying her chapter members of all meetings of the Council. 
D. Chapter Presidents shall meet once a month or a minimum of six months per year.
Article VI-Panhellenic Council

The Indiana State University Panhellenic Council is the administrative body.

It shall be the duty of the Panhellenic Council to administer all business related to the overall welfare of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council and to compile rules governing the Panhellenic Council, including Recruitment and new members which do not violate the sovereignty, rights, and privileges of member fraternities. 

A. Membership: The Indiana State University Panhellenic Council shall be composed of 

two delegates from each National Panhellenic Conference fraternity chapter at Indiana State University and one delegate from the National Pan-Hellenic sororities choosing to participate, and from such National Panhellenic Conference Fraternity Colonies, local or national sororities at Indiana State University as the council may approve for membership in the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council.    
B. Selection of Delegates:  Delegates to the Panhellenic Council shall be selected by their respective fraternity chapters in accordance with chapter Bylaws, to serve for a term of one year.

C.  Delegate Vacancies: When a delegate vacancy occurs, it shall be the responsibility of the fraternity concerned to select a replacement for the vacant delegate.  The fraternity is to notify the Panhellenic Council Administrative Vice President of the fraternity delegate’s name, telephone number, and address within a week of the delegates vacancy.  The chapters are only allowed to send a sub for 2 consecutive meetings, if a chapter exceeds this then they need to choose a new delegate to represent them at Panhellenic meetings.  If a chapter has a delegate filling a vacant spot for more than two meetings or does not notify the Administrative Vice President within a week of the vacancy the chapter is placed in poor standing and loses voting rights for the semester.

D.  Officers: The officers of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council shall have the powers and duties are as described on the Bylaws of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council.

E.  Voting: 

1. The Indiana State University Panhellenic Council shall be the voting body.

2. Each fraternity holding regular or associate membership shall have one vote as long as fraternity is in good standing with the Panhellenic Council.

3. If a delegate is absent its alternate shall cast the vote of her fraternity.  The delegate that is subbing needs to have the President write that delegates name down that will not be there and the subs name within 24 hrs in advance.

4. A two-thirds (2/3) majority of the voting members of the Panhellenic Council shall be required to accept Associate members of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council.  

5. A two-thirds (2/3) majority vote by regular members to establish formal recruitment rules and related to NPC policies. 

6. A simple majority vote shall be required to carry all other questions.

Article VII-Agreement, Rules, and Policies

A. All members of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council shall act in accordance with the agreements established by the National Panhellenic Conference.

B. National Panhellenic Conference shall act in harmony with those agreements currently establish all of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council’s rules and policies. 

C. The Indiana State University Panhellenic Council will evaluate the appropriate procedures of the National Panhellenic Conference general recommendations as they apply to this specific campus. 

Article VIII.-Violations

A. Violation of any regulation of this Constitution or its related Bylaws, and panhellenic Conference Agreements (The Panhellenic Compact, Standard of Ethical Conduct, College Panhellenic Agreements, Agreements on Questionnaires, and Constitutions and Jurisdiction of a College Panhellenic Council.) shall be subject to penalties established by the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council in conformity with those recommended by the National Panhellenic Conference.

B. Any dispute resulting from the violation of Panhellenic Council rules and regulations shall be adjusted through mediated principles.

Amendment- IX-Amendments

This Constitution of Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) affirmative vote of regular and associate members of the Indiana State University Panhellenic Council providing notice of the proposed amendments have been given in writing at the preceding meeting.
