Unacceptable behavior is defined as, but not limited to, disrespect 

to the driver, misconduct at a bus stop, profanity or vulgarity, 

unwanted conversation or touching, boarding the bus with 

prohibited items, littering, or disruptive/unruly behavior. Anyone 

violating these rules will be removed from the bus and their riding 

privileges suspended.

It is important for the safety and respect for all passengers that
everyone abide by the same rules.
