Expedited Process for Submission of an already approved GE 2000 course 

for FS consideration.
Departments/program which desire for an existing GE 2000 course to be designated as a Foundational Studies course will follow the--modified-- review process described below:

1.  A Department determines which of the existing GE 2000 courses it desires to submit for FS credit.

2.  The course is modified and all materials required by the FS Council are attached (cover page, one page narrative, annotated syllabus).
3.  Once approved at the Department level, the proposal is submitted to the College where it goes through the mandated process.

4.  Upon approval by the College, the College sends the proposal directly to the Foundational Studies Council for review and action. 

5.  If the course is approved, the Coordinator of General Education will return the proposal to the initiating department for creation of the complete proposal package with proper forms--the associate deans will work with the departments to ensure that the forms are filled out correctly and the proposal package is complete. The complete proposal is then returned to the FS Council for inclusion in the FS Area Array of approved courses.

6.  Upon approval by the Foundational Studies Council, the combined package of a FS Area Array of approved courses will be sent to Academic Affairs for publication in Academic Notes as "Proposed."

7.  The combined package of a FS Area Array of approved courses is forwarded to CAAC for review.

8.  Once Approved by CAAC, the approved courses are returned to Academic Affairs for publication in Academic Notes as "Approved."
