R. Peters called the meeting to order at 12:37 PM. 

1. A motion to approve the Minutes of Meeting #14, (1-25-11), was made and passed, 7-0-1, (Schafer/Lunce).

2.  L. Maule discussed the proposal from Earth and Environmental Systems for ENVI 462 to be a FS Ethics and Social Responsibility course.
3.  C. Crowder discussed the proposal from Human Resource Development and Performance Technologies for reactivation of FCS 312, FCS 315, FCS 411, and FCS 415 including the change of prefix to TAM. Further discussion ensued on the aspect of “Banking” of courses and the elimination after a period of time. Should courses be reactivated or allowed to be re-banked? The problem is that courses may remain in the Course Inventory for years. R. English iterated that courses do not automatically get eliminated at the present. It was suggested that there needs to be a true justification to keep a course. A clear plan for a Banked course should be created outlining when it is planned to be taught again, by whom, etc.  CAAC will work on creating a policy concerning banked courses. R. Peters and R. English will draft a memo so that no course will be automatically eliminated pending a new policy on the concept of “Banking.”
4.  H. Hudson discussed the proposal from Languages, Literatures, and Linguistics for revision of the Language Studies Minor.

5.  H. Hudson discussed the proposal from the School of Music for revision of the Music Business Major-BS changing name to: Music Major with Concentrations in Merchandising or Business Administration-BS.

6.  A motion to suspend the rules and allow for immediate voting on proposals was made and passed, 6-1-1, (Hudson/Lunce).
7.  A motion to approve the proposal from Earth and Environmental Systems for ENVI 462 to be a FS Ethics and Social Responsibility course was made and passed, 8-0-0, (Lunce/Kiger). Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.
8.  A motion to approve the proposal from Languages, Literatures, and Linguistics for revision of the Language Studies Minor, 8-0-0, (Schafer/Kiger). Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.
9.  A motion to approve the proposal from the School of Music for revision of the Music Business Major-BS changing name to: Music Major with Concentrations in Merchandising or Business Administration-BS, 8-0-0, (Lunce/Hudson). Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.

10.  R. Peters distributed a document entitled “Charge to CAAC by Senate Exec on January 18.”  This new charge details the need to create policy on the course inventory and creation of new courses. It also stipulated the review of programs and the status originally identified in the Program Prioritization process.  This will be taken up immediately for action.
11. Executive Committee report: SAMy Anderson reported that the proposal for the Engineering Technology program will be reviewed again. They also reviewed the MS in Technology Management and elimination of the MS in Industrial Technology. Further discussion centered on the need to develop a Strategic Plan for Curriculum.
12. FSC Report: L. Maule advised CAAC that they had reviewed six additional proposals and are nearing the end of the course reviews for the FS Program.
