2.  Requested revisions to the proposal from Music for revision of the Music Education Major – Bachelor of Music Education with concentrations in Choral Education and Instrumental Education. A motion to approve, with the revision of removing the FS Credits taken as part of Ed. Certification dropping the number from 18 to 12, was made and passed, 6-0-0, (Schafer/Kiger). Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.
3. A motion to suspend the agenda and take up the FS proposals was made and passed, 6-0-0, (Maule/Kiger).
4.  L. Maule presented the proposals from Earth and Environmental Systems to modify ENVI 310 and ENVI 376, and from Women’s Studies to modify WS 450, to be included as Foundational Studies: Upper Division Integrative Electives. Each proposed course meets the three Ways of Knowing, intensive reading, and upper division level writing requirements.
5.  L. Maule presented the proposal from Earth and Environmental Systems to modify ENVI 442 to be a Foundational Studies: Ethics and Social Responsibility course. It clearly met the two Ethics, two Social Responsibility, the writing, community engagement, or experiential learning requirements.
6.  A motion to approve the proposal from Science Education for revision of the BA/BS in Science Education with concentrations in Biology, Chemistry, Earth Space Science, and Physics was made and passed, 6-0-0, (Schafer/Kiger). Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.
7.  A motion to approve the proposal from Social Science Education for revision of the BS in Social Studies Education Major was made and passed, 6-0-0, (Schafer/Kiger). Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.
8.  L. Ellingson presented the proposal from Built Environment for revision of the Construction Management Minor was made and passed, 6-0-0, (Schafer/Mitchell). Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.
9.  G. Cockrell presented the additional evidence from Built Environment supporting a new BS program in Facilities Management. There was discussion on modeling of the program using the IFMA Accreditation Requirements, the needs assessment, the present five programs in the U.S. graduating only ten percent of the annual need, and the fact that a very high percent of current individuals exceed 50 years of age and will soon be retiring, adding to the demand.
10.  J. Kinne reported on the Consultations that were previously requested for the proposal from Math and Computer Science for a new Certificate in Applied Computer Science.  There were reservations from Business concerning possible overlap with several degree areas. MCS responded that there are no courses shared on two of the programs, MIS and Info Processing, and only three courses shared on the IT degree program.
11.  H. Minniear discussed the proposal from Aviation Technology for a Change of Title a Minor from Unmanned Aerial Vehicles to Unmanned Systems.
