6.  H. Hudson presented and discussed the Proposal from Math and Computer Science for revision of the BA/BS Mathematics Minor.

7.  H. Hudson presented and discussed the Proposal from School of Music for revision of the Music Performance Major – Bachelor of Music.

8.  G. Plascak presented and discussed the Proposal from NHHS for revision of the BA/BS Nursing Program Traditional Track.

9.  E. Acree presented and discussed the Proposal from NHHS for revision of the BA/BS Nursing Program Track for students entering with RN Licensure.

10.  E. Acree presented and discussed the Proposal from NHHS for revision of the BA/BS Nursing Program Track for students entering with LPN/LVN Licensure.

11.  L. Kahanov presented and discussed the Proposal from NHHS for a new program BA/BS in Applied Medicine Studies.   There was much discussion on the parallel aspects of the MS Degree and the prerequisites for the MS that would be different with this BS proposal.  It was noted that the current website was now incorrect and would be brought into line with the new requirements an undergraduate student would possess upon completing the proposed BS program.  Additional concerns were raised about staffing external courses as in Biology with the anticipated influx of additional students that this proposal would incur.  It was decided to continue discussion at the next meeting allowing additional examination of the proposal.

13. A motion to approve the Proposal from Math and Computer Science for revision of the BA/BS Mathematics Minor was made and passed, 8-0-0, (Stemmans/Kiger). “Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.”
14.  A motion to approve the Proposal from School of Music for revision of the Music Performance Major – Bachelor of Music was made and passed, 8-0-0, (Stemmans/Lunce). “Publish as Approved in Academic Notes.”
