11. A motion to approve the Proposals for Foundational Studies courses for Upper Division Integrative Electives Array: (BUS 401, ENG 486, ENG 484) was made and passed, 9-0-0, (Stemmans/Kiger).
12. L. Sperry presented the proposal for Foundational Studies courses for Upper Division Integrative Electives Array: (PHIL 313). There was discussion on the adequate representation of Philosophy in the mix of the FS Program.
13. Foundational Studies Council Member Selection Process.  R. Peters discussed the FS categories and how each should be represented on the FS Council.  The 11 to be selected were reduced to 9 because two representatives were already in place. (Hantzis and Glendening).  It had been noted that the terms previously selected did not represent a good distribution and a suggestion of reselection of the terms had been discussed.  A motion to pick the term limits again was made and passed, 9-0-0, (Schafer/Lunce).  The nine areas were placed into a box and each CAAC member drew one out after being selected to “represent” a one, two, or three year term.

14.  Discussion was introduced on the need for a method to populate the FS Council for those areas that may have approved courses from more than a single academic unit.  Discussion on if a representative should be actually teaching in the area they would be representing. It was stated that this would limit the pool too severely.  The CAS has already amended their By-Laws to define the selection process within the CAS.  It was suggested that the solicitation of members be added to the Senate request that goes out to the Faculty each year. D. Malooley compiled from the discussions a possible methodology: 1) the FS Coordinator would inform the Senate by March 1 of the needed positions for the coming year by Area and College. 2) The Senate would then place these on the call for volunteers form, requesting by College, those needed to fill the area requirements.  3) The Committee on Committees would then make the recommendations to the Senate Executive Committee.  4) The Senate Executive Committee would then inform CAAC and the Foundational Studies Council of the selections. The CAC Membership was asked to consider the question and be ready to continue discussion at the next meeting.
15. Executive Committee report. Has not met.
16.  Foundational Studies Council report: L. Sperry reported that the meeting was a policy meeting. It was determined that a FS Council member that cannot attend a meeting cannot send a proxy. If a member is unable to meet for an extended period, then they should resign from the Council and allow the selection of one who can participate on a full-time basis. It was also discussed what constitutes a change/modification of a course that will trigger a review and at what level.  If a course change is deemed as minor by the Council officers, there is no need to bring the course before the entire Council, unless requested by a member to fully discuss a change.  Approved changes are then sent to CAAC with the appropriate notation and CAAC may make a similar approval through the Executive Committee of CAAC.  This will expedite minor changes.
